5th Infantry Regiment Association Memorial Scholarship”

Scholarship Criteria, Addendums and Application

REVISED for 2025!

INTRODUCTION:

The 5th Infantry Regiment Association established “The Retired Major General Andrew H. Anderson 5th Infantry Regiment Association Scholarship” in February 2023. The General Anderson Scholarship Program and Scholarship Committee was established and approved for administering, reviewing, grading and awarding various higher institutions of learning scholarships for a single Undergraduate Degree, Associate Degree or a Vocational Technical (henceforth referred to as VoTech) School Certificate of Completion and / or Certification for each individual scholarship application submitted, up to two per year. Retired Major General Andrew H. Anderson passed away in April 2023; shortly thereafter, the name of the Scholarship Program was changed to add the word “Memorial” in his memory. After taking a year to focus on fundraising while creating, approving and publishing a Scholarship Criteria, Addendums, Application and Grading and Scoring Guidelines, the 5th Infantry Regiment Association’s Scholarship Committee awarded our first General Anderson Scholarships in May 2024. NOTE: To learn more about General Anderson and his life, please see the attached biography. It can be found at Addendum One, titled “General Anderson Biography” at the end of this Scholarship Criteria! 
The General Anderson Scholarship Program Criteria, Addendums and Application was created to assist a Qualified Applicant in successfully submitting a complete and qualified application. Starting with Academic Year 2024 / 2025, two individual scholarships of up to $1,500 for an Undergraduate (4 Year) or an Associate Degree (2 Year) Program or a VoTech School Certificate of Completion and / or Certification (not to exceed 2 Years) will be awarded annually. If a successful Applicant becomes an Awardee and if they maintained a 3.0 or higher Grade Point Average (henceforth referred to as GPA) throughout that particular academic year, that Awardee may reapply during the next calendar year’s submission period in order to extend the General Anderson Scholarship. Awarding of the scholarships will be based solely on the decision(s) of the Scholarship Committee and available funds. Available funds can only come from the General Anderson Scholarship Fund and not the 5th Infantry Regiment Association’s General Fund.
The decisions will be culled from each Applicant’s submission packet (henceforth referred to as Applicant or Awardee). Scholarships are from the “Retired Major General Andrew H. Anderson 5th Infantry Regiment Association Memorial Scholarship Program (also occasionally referred to as the General Anderson Scholarship Program or General Anderson Scholarship). 
The General Anderson Scholarships that are awarded are not intended to be “full ride” scholarships. The funds awarded are only intended to provide some financial relief from the overall high expense of a college, university or VoTech School cost. The funds awarded are intended to be used for education expenses, such as but not limited to, books, lab fees, on-campus dormitory or housing, on-campus cafeteria style meals (or an on-campus “meal plan”), tuition, etcetera.

QUALIFICATION / QUALIFYING GUIDELINES:
 
1. The respite these scholarships offer is intended to assist the most deserving Applicants who meet one of the following qualifying guidelines listed below: 
a) A current Active Member of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association who has been a member for at least the preceding 12 months prior to the application date deadline can be a Qualified Applicant.
b) The spouse of a current Active Member of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association who has been a member for at least the preceding 12 months prior to the application date deadline or is an Associate Member under current 5th Infantry Regiment Association Membership Guidelines can be a Qualified Applicant. 
c)	The surviving spouse of a deceased Active Member becomes an Associate Member of the Association IF the deceased Active Member was a Life Member of the Association at the time of their passing and so they can be a Qualified Applicant. If the surviving spouse of a Deceased Active Life Member of the Association is living but otherwise is medically incapacitated, on a case-by-case basis, the Associate Member Designation will be considered for the next qualified person in the direct family line by the Association’s Membership Director. As a 5th Infantry Regiment Association courtesy, that Designated Associate Member will be valid until such time as that person becomes deceased and therefore, then, the direct family line for Membership stops. NOTE: If the deceased Active Member was not a Life Member at the time of his passing, the spouse’s relationship with the 5th Infantry Regiment Association and the ability to apply for a General Anderson Scholarship ends at the end of the deceased Active Members current membership.
c) A child(ren), legally adopted child(ren), step child(ren), grandchild(ren) and / or step grandchild(ren) of a current Active Member of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association who has been an Active Member for at least the preceding 12 months prior to the application deadline or a Surviving Spouse Associate Member under the aforementioned guidelines can be Qualified Applicants. NOTE ONE: See Sub-Paragraph “c)” above for limitations on Surviving Spouse Associate Members.
d) The unremarried spouse (widow or widower) of a Deceased Member of the 5th Infantry Regiment who was Killed In Action (KIA) in combat or was mortally Wounded In Action (WIA) in combat and as a result thereof, later became deceased because of their injuries, no matter how long a period of elapsed time has occurred, can be a Qualified Applicant. This category honors our KIA and WIA to KIA Soldiers who were not afforded an opportunity to join the 5th Infantry Regiment Association before they passed. NOTE: See the additional requirements for this category on the Application concerning required submission of a Form DD-214 to verify assignment or attachment to the 5th Infantry.
e) A legally adopted child(ren)of a Deceased Member of the 5th Infantry Regiment who was KIA in combat or was mortally WIA in combat, and as a result thereof, later became deceased because of their injuries, no matter how long a period of elapsed time has occurred, can be Qualified Applicants. This category also honors our KIA and WIA to KIA Soldiers who were not afforded an opportunity to join the 5th Infantry Regiment Association before they passed. NOTE ONE: A legally adopted child(ren) MUST have been finalized prior to date of KIA or WIA to KIA and MUST be submitted with the Application for verification. NOTE TWO: A child(ren), step child(ren), grandchild(ren) or step grandchild(ren) of a legally adopted child(ren) in this category is not qualified to apply for a General Anderson Scholarship. NOTE THREE: See the additional requirements for this category on the Application concerning required submission of a Form DD-214 to verify assignment or attachment to the 5th Infantry.

Regarding Sub-Paragraph “e)” and “f)” listed above, ALL listed Qualified Applicants may apply for a General Anderson Scholarship until such time as the last surviving grandchild(ren) or step grandchild(ren) becomes deceased in Memory of our 5th Infantry Regiment Combat Fatalities except the heirs of a legally adopted child(ren). NOTE ONE: See the additional requirements for this category on the Application concerning required submission of a Form DD-214 to verify assignment or attachment to the 5th Infantry. NOTE TWO: For all references to a Form DD-214, the 5th Infantry Regiment Association does not keep and / or have a file of a Members DD-214 and there is no alternate or substitute document.

g) 	The Qualification / Qualifying Guidelines for the submission of a General Anderson Scholarship do NOT extend beyond grandchild(ren) or step grandchild(ren). In short, great grandchild(ren) or step great grandchild(ren) are not qualified to apply for a General Anderson Scholarship.  
h)	A Member of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association is considered an Active Member when they are current in their Membership Dues. It is the responsibility of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association Member to ensure that they are current in their Membership Dues. If Membership Dues are not current then the 5th Infantry Regiment Association Member is not a current Active Member. Membership Dues can be brought current at any time but they MUST be current for 12 months prior to the closing date – April 30th - of the particular calendar year a General Anderson Scholarship is being applied for which would cover the next academic year. Current dues status of the qualified member will be checked as part of the initial application screening process. The appropriate dues amount can be sent to: Treasurer Chester Johnson at 225 Summit Dr. in LaGrange, TX 78945-5736. NOTE: A Life Member of the Association is always considered an Active Member. Also see Sub-Paragraph “c)” above.
f) Carryover Affiliate Members of the old 5th Infantry Chapter of the 25th Infantry Division Association (now the 5th Infantry Regiment Association) are NOT eligible or otherwise qualified to submit an application for a General Anderson Scholarship. Currently there are no Affiliate Members in the 5th Infantry Regiment Association and that membership option was deleted from the By-Laws and approved by the Board of Directors in 2023.
j)	A foster child(ren) of an Association Member or other Qualified Applicant is not the same as a Legally Adopted child(ren) and are not eligible and / or otherwise qualified to submit an application for a General Anderson Scholarship because foster children can be removed with little or no notice from the foster parent(s) household (Association Member or other Qualified Applicant).
g) Honorary Members of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association are NOT eligible and / or otherwise qualified to submit an application for a General Anderson Scholarship.

ESTABLISHED LIMITATIONS:

1.	Applications will be taken between March 1st and April 30th of each calendar year and under no circumstances will an application be processed if received after April 30th of the current calendar year. It is the sole responsibility of the Applicant to ensure that the completed application is mailed early enough to be received before the closing date of April 30th of each calendar year. The 5th Infantry Regiment Association, nor its Scholarship Committee, is responsible for late, delayed or lost mail under any circumstances. Err on the side of caution; mail early! The General Anderson Scholarship Committee strongly recommends that Application Packets be sent by means of a service such as, but not limited to, the United States Postal Service (USPS), United Parcel Service (UPS) or FedEx that can include a tracking number, though that is not a requirement.
2.  If the General Anderson Scholarship Program ends or must go on either a short or long term hiatus, for whatever reason(s), a notice will be published in the next available edition of the Bobcat Bulletin and on the 5th Infantry Regiment Association website. NOTE: A notice will also be posted to announce the annual start date of a General Anderson Scholarship submission period.
3.  The Scholarship Committee will not process any incomplete applications.                  Applications will be screened for completion prior to the formal review, grading and possible subsequent selection for a General Anderson Scholarship. The General Anderson Scholarship Committee strongly recommends that Applicants use the Scholarship Criteria and any applicable Addendums when completing the attached application as a completion checklist. For assistance, help or questions only on the completion or interpretation of either the scholarship application or the scholarship criteria itself or its Addendums, an email may be sent to the following email address: general.anderson.scholarship.info@gmail.com
4. The General Anderson Scholarship awards will only be considered for those applicants who are graduating high school seniors and are accepted to attend a college or university for an Undergraduate Degree or an Associate Degree or an Accredited VoTech Certificate of Completion and / or Certification. Like a traditional college or university Associate Degree Program, the VoTech School program is limited to two years but possible required mid-course work study periods (sometimes referred to as Internships) do not count towards the two-year time period. However, regardless that an Internship may extend the length of a VoTech Course beyond two years, the General Anderson Scholarship will not be renewed. Furthermore, Apprentice, Journeyman and / or Probationary work after the completion of the course is not considered part of the overall VoTech School course as those are normally paid jobs and no General Anderson Scholarship funds will be awarded after a VoTech Awardee has received their Certificate of Completion and / or Certification. NOTE ONE: See the section below titled “Enrollment Requirements, Paragraph 2” for additional important information. NOTE TWO: If the Applicant is awarded a General Anderson Scholarship for a VoTech School, see Addendum Two, titled “Applicants Currently Attending a College, University or VoTech School” at the end of this Scholarship Criteria. 
  
 5. In the interest of fairness and reasonable flexibility, if a submitted application is disqualified for being incomplete, an email will be sent by the Scholarship Committee Chairman informing the Applicant of said decision and the Applicant will be afforded a one time only opportunity to resubmit their application packet, in its entirety, using the General Anderson Scholarship Criteria and any applicable Addendums, if there is sufficient time remaining in the Submission period. That sufficient time remaining is considered to be approximately two weeks or one quarter before the end of the submission period. This is another reason to err on the side of caution; submit early! NOTE: The submitted but disqualified original application will not be returned to the Applicant. If original documents were in the original submission, they are transferable and those documents and action will be completed by the Scholarship Committee Chairman as noted by the Applicant on the resubmission.

ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS:

1.  General Anderson Scholarships for either Undergraduate or Associate Degrees are awarded for traditional academic years (Fall Semester / Spring Semester) only. Because of the nature of most VoTech School course start dates being flexible, for VoTech Scholarship Awards ONLY, non-traditional academic years will be taken into due consideration. NOTE: For any of our scholarships, The General Anderson Scholarship Award Submission Period remains the same however; March 1st through April 30th of each calendar year.
2.  The Applicant MUST be a High School Senior in order to submit an Application Packet for a General Anderson Scholarship Award. However, the Applicant can also already be graduated from high school and attending a college, university or VoTech School, meeting the other guidelines listed under this section and still apply for a General Anderson Scholarship. NOTE: If the Applicant has already graduated from high school and is currently attending a college, university or VoTech School, see Addendum Two, titled “Applicants Currently Attending a College, University or VoTech School” at the end of this Scholarship Criteria. 
3.  An Awardee desiring to pursue an Undergraduate Degree or an Associate Degree Program MUST be a full-time student and complete a minimum of 12 credit hours per semester. The Awardee desiring to pursue a VoTech Certificate of Completion and / or Certification MUST be a full-time student. However, the equivalency of 12 credit hours per semester may be measured by different benchmarks, metrics and / or thresholds required for continuing in the course that are “non-traditional” compared to colleges or universities. NOTE: For VoTech Scholarship Awardees only… If the equivalency of 12 credit hours per semester is different from those of a college or university, it is the responsibility of the Awardee to have the VoTech School inform the Scholarship Committee by email, how it determines that a student is maintaining the traditional college or university equivalent of 12 credit hours per semester. This determination document(s) MUST be scanned prior to the course beginning to: general.anderson.scholarship.info@gmail.com and no funds will be sent to the Awardee until such document(s) are received.
4.  A General Anderson Scholarship Applicant who successfully becomes an Awardee for an Undergraduate or Associate Degree Scholarship, may apply for a follow-on scholarship if they maintain a 3.0 or better GPA for that particular academic year. A VoTech School Scholarship Applicant who successfully becomes an Awardee, may apply for a follow-on scholarship if they maintain either a 3.0 or better GPA or the equivalency of 12 credit hours per semester as referenced in Paragraph “1” and “3” of this section listed above. For all categories, the follow-on scholarships are intended to be for the next academic year. NOTE: If a VoTech School course scholarship Awardee receives a stipend as explained in Addendum Two, titled “Applicants Currently Attending a College, University or VoTech School” at the end of this Scholarship Criteria. 
5.  The General Anderson Scholarship Committee strongly recommends that Applicants read and understand the entirety of the Scholarship Criteria and any applicable Addendums so nothing is missed that may apply on a case-by-case basis of an Applicant who is already attending a college, university or VoTech School.

QUALIFIED APPLICATIONS MUST INCLUDE:

In the order listed below, behind the Application…

1.  A personal letter from the Applicant, composed by the Applicant, giving at least two compelling reasons for the scholarship request itself. Some examples: Family Legacy – even if it is a “Memorial” type letter. An “Appreciation of Freedom” type letter. Maybe a letter focusing on your idea of what going away to college could be like; or anything in between. Give us a “feel” for your plans for the future, your aspirations, a personal goal or any other pertinent point(s) the Applicant wishes to convey to the Scholarship Committee for possible favorable consideration. The successful end result would be that the letter is personal. THIS PERSONAL LETTER CANNOT BE COMPOSED, GENERATED and/or COMPLETED BY ChatGPT, Google, the MetaVerse OR ANY OTHER ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE (AI) SOFTWARE PROGRAM OR APPLICATION currently established now or established in the future. It is preferred that this personal letter from the Applicant be hand-written (double spaced, cursive or printed block), but it may also be typed. It must be legibly signed cursively by the Applicant because everyone should be able to sign their name! Regardless of how written (cursive, printed block or typed), it must also be attested to as having been personally written AND SIGNED BY THE APPLICANT by at least one parent and / or guardian. NOTE: This personal letter cannot make any reference as to how a General Anderson Scholarship Award would help the Applicant or the Applicant’s Family financially as we do not award any scholarship based on family or personal finances. 
2.  A transcript of high school credits through the first semester of the senior year to include rank in class and most recent ACT or SAT college entrance test scores for those Applicants applying as High School Seniors. It is allowable that your class rank and ACT or SAT scores are included within the high school transcripts, thus precluding a separate document(s) but they MUST be highlighted. ACT or SAT Test Scores are not required for VoTech Scholarship submission applications. NOTE: See Addendum Two, titled “Applicants Currently Attending a College, University or VoTech School” at the end of this Scholarship Criteria.
3.  Letters of Recommendation from three diverse or influential leaders: 
a)   Except, no letters from employers are acceptable regardless of their position within their or your place of employment, including former employers or jobs.
 b)  Except, No copies or electronic scans of letters are acceptable. 
 c)  Originals only; unless noted otherwise. 
d)  Original letters MUST be on official letterhead stationery and be signed.
e)   At a minimum, the personal letter and the letter from the Community Leader MUST be originals. 
f) Certain individual circumstances may preclude the requirement to submit letters number one and two, especially if you are already attending an institution of higher learning or a VoTech School. NOTE: See Paragraph 4 and Paragraph 5 below. 
4.  Letter number one MUST be from the Applicant’s High School Principal or Assistant Principal or Primary Guidance Counselor. If the Applicant is a General Equivalency Degree (GED) graduate, the letter MUST be from the Applicant’s State Authority who certifies high school equivalency. It is the sole responsibility of the Applicant to obtain that required document. This GED Certification letter would then go in place of the aforementioned high school leader(s) letter. NOTE: See Addendum Two, titled “Applicants Currently Attending a College, University or VoTech School” at the end of this Scholarship Criteria.  
5.  Letter number two can be from any one of the following: The Applicant’s Primary High School Varsity Sports Head Coach or Assistant Head Coach but no Student Manager(s) and / or Trainer(s), an Extracurricular Activities Sponsor or an Appreciated Educator / Teacher. For those who do not participate in High School Varsity Sports, Extracurricular Activities and / or do not have an Appreciated Educator / Teacher, a second letter from a Community Leader is acceptable. If you feel you fall within this category but are not sure, the General Anderson Scholarship Committee strongly recommends that Applicants send an Inquiry Email to: general.anderson.scholarship.info@gmail.com for a case-by-case determination. NOTE: See Addendum Two, titled “Applicants Currently Attending a College, University or VoTech School” at the end of this Scholarship Criteria. 
6.  Letter number three MUST be from a Community Leader. That person can be, but is not limited to, a Member of the Clergy, a City Official (Mayor, Vice-Mayor, Police Chief, Assistant Police Chief, Fire Chief, Assistant Fire Chief, City Administrator / Manager, etc.), the President of the Local Chamber of Commerce or a Local Bank Manager / President, etc. NOTE: See Addendum Two, titled “Applicants Currently Attending a College, University or VoTech School” at the end of this Scholarship Criteria.
7.  A Letter of Acceptance from the institution of higher learning that the Applicant applied to for admission. NOTE: See Addendum Two, titled “Applicants Currently Attending a College, University or VoTech School” at the end of this Scholarship Criteria. 
8.  A full-face head and shoulders color photograph of the applicant, not larger than 2.5” x 2.5” in a self-addressed sealed envelope. The envelope should not have postage affixed to it and whether the picture is used or not, it will not be returned. This photo will not be used during the evaluation for the scholarship. It will remain in the possession of the Scholarship Committee Chairman until such time as it is either sent to the Media Editor to be published or destroyed after the General Anderson Scholarship Submission Period closes. Its sole purpose is for publication in our 5th Infantry Regiment Association “Bobcat Bulletin” which is published quarterly. Ensure that the submitted picture is as current as possible, but please, no pictures over one year old. The picture does not have to be taken professionally but it should present you in a photogenic posture, worthy of publication. NOTE: It is preferred that no head covering (except religious, if applicable) be worn in the picture since the picture may be published and head coverings, except religious, can take away from the overall appearance of the individual.
9.  Submitted applications MUST be sent UNFOLDED in a standard 8.5” x 11” yellow manila envelope or larger, collated in the order listed in this section. USPS, FedEx and UPS envelopes are also acceptable.
10. Electronically scanned or emailed General Anderson Scholarship Applications are not an acceptable means of delivery for submission. Strictly as a courtesy and in the interest of saving time and additional expense, determined on a case-by-case basis, the Scholarship Committee Chairman may send an email to the Applicant to request and subsequently allow a one-time electronic scan of a SINGLE missing required document. NOTE: This courtesy is not applicable for any document that is required to be an original document. 
11. All postage expense(s), regardless of how sent (First Class Mail, Certified; Return Receipt Requested, Priority Mail or Priority Overnight Express via the USPS or by UPS or FedEx for the submission of a General Anderson Scholarship Application Packet, is the sole responsibility of the Applicant. NOTE: Also see “Established Limitations, Paragraph 1” above. 



SELECTION PROCESS:

1.  Applicants who qualify for and desire to apply for a potential scholarship award must submit a completed application packet between March 1st and April 30th of each calendar year, specifically using this Scholarship Criteria Guide and any applicable Addendums to:

2.   The Scholarship Committee is well aware that, overall, penmanship has not been taught in schools now for over 30 years and cursive writing has not been taught for well over 20 years. With that in mind, some consideration will be given for writing and / or printing with the exception of the requirement that, legible signatures MUST be in cursive writing and it is with trust, extended by the Scholarship Committee, that the Applicant will sign their own signature cursively. NOTE: See the section titled “Qualified Applications Must Include,” Paragraph 1.
3.   Up to the closing date of the submission period for scholarship awards, the Scholarship Committee Chairman or their designated representative, if that becomes necessary, will screen all submitted applications for completeness and qualification in accordance with the General Anderson Scholarship Criteria, any applicable Addendums and the Application. Only those complete and qualified applications will be scanned to the members of the Scholarship Selection Committee to begin the review, grading and selection process. Scholarship Selection Committee Members will then be afforded at least seven days, but not more than 10 days, between March 1st and May 10th to review and grade all submitted applications.
4.   The Scholarship Committee Chairman will convene a Zoom Conference Call on or before May 10th of each calendar year with the Scholarship Committee to:
 	a) Account for and discuss the applications returned after the review and grading period. 
 	b) Resolve any potential concerns and / or issues. 
 	c) Announce the cumulative tabulated scores. 
d) In strictest confidence and not for public dissemination at this time, announce the winners to them based on their review and grading. 
5.  Those names will then be forwarded to the President of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association by the Scholarship Committee Chairman. Upon the President’s review and concurrence with the Scholarship Committee, the President will forward his recommendation for approval to the 5th Infantry Regiment Association Board of Directors for their approval.
6.  The Scholarship Committee, along with the President of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association, will announce the winners to the Awardees first by telephone and / or email and then to the membership of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association as soon as possible upon the Board of Directors approval.

7.  Those applications non-selected for a potential General Anderson Scholarship will be notified via email no later than May 10th of each calendar year.

8. The Scholarship Committee Chairman will then coordinate with the Awardees of the “Retired Major General Andrew H. Anderson 5th Infantry Regiment Association Memorial Scholarship” for scholarship award particulars, presentation and disbursement of the funds, by check, initially by email.


SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE STATEMENT:


“The Retired Major General Andrew H. Anderson 5th Infantry Regiment Association Memorial Scholarship” Program was created to honor the memory of “General Andy” as he was affectionately known among many of the Members of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association, which was Incorporated in July 2008. General Anderson was our first “Honorary Colonel of the Regiment” and under him the current Association grew and prospered. He was a stickler for decorum, attention to detail and knew that education was the key to success; in life and in anything you, the Applicant, choose to do in life. You can control your destiny! In life, you will always find that the more thorough that you do anything – even filling out a scholarship application – you will always reap rewards for your hard work and dedication!

When the Members of the 5th Infantry Regiment Association and Members of the General Anderson Scholarship Committee were growing up, an “Easter Egg” was a hardboiled egg that was dyed a Spring pastel color and hidden in various outdoor locations for young children to find. This application is not difficult to complete, if you, the Applicant, simply pay attention to detail. Some have said it is not worth their time or effort to complete our application for such a small scholarship award but our philosophy is you have to start somewhere. You, the Applicant, are, overall, young adults and you mature more and more with each passing day. You can learn from completing our application. Without a doubt, it is detail oriented but it is that way for a reason: Our application gives you an opportunity to excel in what very possibly could be your first chance at completing a scholarship application. Use that to your advantage; embrace it and never hesitate to always do your best in anything and everything. Good luck! Attention to detail can be your watch word as you complete your application and attention to detail could be to your advantage!
